Editor's Note: The following challenge for involvement comes from John Willson of Neosho, MO. Brother
Willson has had a very active jail and prison ministry for more than 40 years. He ministers weekly in a
county jail near his home and in addition he corrects nearly 300 correspondence Bible lessons each month
which he mails at his own expense to inmates throughout the United States. John has had a longtime rela-
tionship with Prison Mission Association, having been a close friend of PMA founder Joe Mason.

Romans 12:16 says, “Mind not high things but condescend to men of low estate.” The local
county or city jail may be a good place to reach younger men and women with the gospel of grace.
Reach them before they continue in the wrong paths, and eventually become hardened to spiritual
truth. If you will visit these people you will find that most are respectful and will listen. You will find
some backslidden believers there who need to get serious about the Christian life. Others know
very little, not having a spiritual upbringing or ever attending church. But it is our responsibility to
present the message of the Cross to all that will listen.

Will they listen? Because God has arrested them, they are in serious trouble and they have
time to think about getting their lives straightened out. Many will take Bible lessons and a New
Testament.

While there are many groups and churches that visit the jails, not all of them understand the
gospel of grace well enough themselves to be able to present it clearly to inmates. There are also
some county jails where there are no services at all. As ambassadors for Christ are we going to
take advantage of this opportunity?
